CINCINNATI, Ohio - The Board of Directors of The E. W. Scripps Company today authorized a 2-for-1 stock split in the form of a 100 percent stock
dividend to shareholders of record at the close of business on Aug. 31. Scripps shareholders will receive one additional share for each share held on that
date. The stock split will not change the proportionate interest a shareholder maintains in the company.

On April 30 the company announced that the board initiated steps to enable a stock split by proposing an amendment to the company’s articles of
incorporation that would double the number of authorized shares of the company’s two classes of common stock.
